·  All core classes 6th-8th will be located in the middle building on a rotating 50 minute schedule. 
·  These grade levels (6th-8th) will consist of two groupings- One advanced level class and the other a general education class.  

The 6th- 8th grade students will have the opportunity to take advanced level classes in math and ELA.   Students will be placed 
in the appropriate math and ELA class based on Scantron results and teacher input. In science and social studies the students 
will be combined into one section. 

·  In grades 9th-12th the students will be located in the high school building with regular and advanced class opportunities.  
 
Benefits to organizing our middle school in this manner: 
 

·  Middle School students will still have a small classroom atmosphere, however, at the same time preparing them for the 
responsibilities of high school. 

·  Helps students experience a variety of teaching styles. 
·  More in depth study of content area due to each teacher being certified and highly qualified in the specific content area. 
·  Students will be able to select elective classes based on areas of interest. 
·  Students will be located in the middle building away from the older high school students.  
 

 
Benefits to organizing our high school in this manner: 

 
·  In grades 9th-12th the students will be located in the high school building and will have the opportunity to take more college 

prep classes. 
·  Our high school students will have more of a variety of elective classes to choose from like sociology, psychology, and 

anatomy.  
·  Students will have the option of testing out of Algebra I and Algebra II by taking opt out exams and still earn credit for these 

classes.

Second Grade News:

Students have been 
learning about captions, labels, boldface 
words, and a glossary and index.   
3rd Grade News: 
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4th Grade News: 
 We had a TERRIFIC time on our first field trip 
of the year to the Detroit Science Center! 
Students explored the science center, enjoyed 
a show at Sparks Theatre, became a part of 
the show at the Science Stage, and 
experienced the Toyota Engineer Show. 
During April the students will be learning about: 
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Social Studies: During the month of April we 
will be focusing on the national and 
international economy and how the economy 
impacts unemployment throughout the country.  
Math: Our young mathematicians will be 
reviewing some of the concepts previously 
learned. They will also be studying geometry. 
Before the unit is complete they will be able to 
identify right angles and compare angles to 
right angles, identify and draw perpendicular, 
parallel, and intersecting lines, identify basic 
geometric shapes, and identify and count the 
faces, edges, and vertices of basic three-
dimensional geometric solids and describe 
their faces. 
 
Language Arts: Students will be learning that 
poetry is a literary genre that uses concise, 
colorful, often rhythmic language to express 
ideas or emotions. They will be reading a 
variety of poems and writing a book 
showcasing poetry that they have written. 
Character Education: The theme for April is 
HONESTY! We will be involved with some 
activities this month that center on the 
character trait honesty. 
5th Grade News:  
Where has time gone?  Can you believe this 
school year is almost over?  It was so 
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wonderful to see so many parents at parent 
teacher conferences and the Science Fair.  We 
have spring fever around here as the weather 
warms up! April’s lineup for academics in fifth-
grade will be as follows:  In math, we will 
continue our unit on geometry, mastering the 
use of protractors, recognizing angles, lines 
and shapes. In Language Arts, the fabulous 
fifth-graders will begin a unit on poetry, 
exploring our imaginations and writing for fun 
and with feeling.  In social studies we will be 
studying the life and conflict in the thirteen 
colonies.  As scientists, they will be learning 
about force and motion; be prepared to hear 
the name “Newton” around your homes!  Great 
job on all the wonderful science fair projects!  A 
HUGE congratulations to Jesse Gorham for his 
project on airplanes, which took second place 
in the fifth/sixth grade category.  
 
6th Grade News: 
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Ms. Wilson- Science: 
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Mrs. Burr- English:  
We are getting close to the end of the school 
year, but the students in middle and high 
school English are continuing to work hard.  7th 
and 8th grade will be working on a unit of 
persuasive essays this month.  They will learn 
how to compose a good solid argument, and at 
the end of the month they will be turning these 
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essays into persuasive speeches.  This will all 
come in handy as they get closer to the ACT 
test in 11th grade where they will have to write 
such an essay.  The 9th grade is continuing 
their study of To Kill a Mockingbird and this 
month we will be viewing a documentary which 
discusses a trial from American history that 
prompted some of the story line in To Kill a 
Mockingbird.  The students will be amazed to 
see, that even though the US justice system is 
designed to give everyone a fair trial, often our 
prejudice can cloud our judgment.  10th grade 
is nearing the end of their unit on symbiotic 
relationships.  They will be finishing up 
Tuesdays with Morrie very soon and moving on 
to a unit that analyzes and evaluates the 
American Dream from the literary perspective.  
11th grade is plowing through our unit on 
decision making using Shakespeare’s Hamlet 
as a guide showing the difficult decisions 
teenagers are often faced with.  The 12th grade 
has started reading The Great Gatsby, and we 
are taking a very close look at how our social 
class values shape our decisions and the 
choices we make in life.  April will prove to be a 
very exciting month in Mrs. Burr’s room! 
Ms. Tabone- Math:  
All of the 7-12th graders celebrated Pi Day on 
Monday, March 15. The students took part in 
activities that involved the dissection of circles 
and applying the circumference and area 
formulas. Students participated in hands-on 
activities which showed how everyday objects 
such as door knobs, their playground 
equipment, and tires all involve pi on a regular 
basis. In addition to these activities, the 
students worked very hard for almost a month 
on their Pi Day projects. For this project, the 
students completed research and then wrote a 
paper based on their research which broke 
down the history of pi and its practical uses. 
With this paper, the students also completed a 
creative project. Many students created comic 
strips, joke books, posters, and t-shirts that all 
demonstrated an aspect of pi. 

 For the month of April, students are beginning 
brand-new units. The 7th graders are going to 
be learning about linear equations and the 8th 
graders will be factoring polynomials. Our 9th 
grade Algebra I students will be connecting 
quadratic functions and radical expressions 
together, and graphing the solutions on the 
coordinate plane. In the 10th grade Geometry 
course, the students will be digging deeper into 
their knowledge of surface area and volumes. 
They will be able to take cross sections from 
three-dimensional shapes and determine the 
area of that cross section. Exponential and 
logarithmic functions will be the topics for a 
couple of weeks in the 11th grade. Students will 
be graphing functions that behave quite 
differently from linear and quadratic functions, 
and studying how a simple manipulation in the 
equation of these lines as a major change in 
the graph of the functions. The seniors are 
beginning to wrap up their study of statistics. 
They are currently studying correlation 
coefficients and determining whether data is 
directly or indirectly correlated in relation to the 
bell curve. The 12th graders will then be 
applying this knowledge to learning about the 
main statisticians and how their work applies to 
current day mathematics.  
 
The 8th grade and 10th grade Algebra I and 
Algebra II test out date is set for Tuesday, June 
22 at 9am in the cafeteria. The study groups 
begin Thursday, April 15 after school with Ms. 
Tabone. 
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Many of our 7th graders wore their Pi Day t-
shirts to school on March 15 to show off their 
great work! 
Mr. Sagan- Social Studies: 
The seventh grade began our unit on Asia and 
exploring the history and geographic features 
of India, Pakistan and Vietnam.  We are also 
writing haikus that will be displayed on the 
bulletin board in the high school.  The 8th 
graders are learning about WWI and WWII.  
We simulated a trench warfare battle and 
began watching a documentary on WWII.  In 
the 9th grade American History course we are 
learning about WWII and when we come back 
from the break we will be examining actual 
artifacts from the war.  Our 10th grade civics 
class is studying the American economic 
system.  We have also been debating such 
issues as the Michigan smoking ban, the 
Merritt gum policy with Ms. Wilson, and 
Barrack Obama’s approval rating.  The 11th 
graders are learning about the Middle Ages.  
We have already covered such topics as the 
feudal system, Charlemagne, Papal 
supremacy in Europe, and the Crusades.  The 
12th grade students began their unit on Africa.  
We will be working on a research project on 
one country located in Africa that details the 
struggle for independence, environmental 
issues, and advances in medicine.       
  
Mr. Gabridge – Fine Arts: 

Elementary student are currently working on 
landscapes and how to show depth in 2-
dimensional drawings, how to use the horizon 
line to keep things grounded and how to 
overlap objects to portray distance. 

High school students in Drawing and Painting are 
busy working on painting ceiling tiles to be hung in 
the main hallway of the high school building, while 
students in Film Making are starting to work on 
their commercials.  In Basic Design students are 
showing how to use sequencing on their flip book 
projects. 

Ms. Kaufman- Computer Class: 

Kindergarten:  The students will continue 
learning where all of the letters are on the 
keyboard and how to make punctuations marks 
and capital letters.  They will use 2 hands to 
type and practice keeping their pointer fingers 
on the bumpy keys.  The students will be using 
dance mat typing to do this.   

1st Grade:  The students will continue to work 
on their ABC books using Kidpix and Microsoft 
Word.  The students will practice saving and 
opening documents.  They will also work on 
formatting the font. 

2nd Grade:  The students will use Kidpix 
drawing tools and Mircosoft Word writing tools 
to illustrate and create a variety of math 
problems. 

3rd Grade:  The students will continue to 
combine their social studies work with 
computer class.  The students are making an 
ABC book about Michigan using Microsoft 
PowerPoint.  They will use the Internet to get 
the history of their choices and adding pictures 
to illustrate.  They will also be formatting the 
font and adding background colors. 
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4th Grade:  The students will be combining 
their learning of biographies with computers 
this month.  The students will choose a 
biography on someone who was a good 
example of someone who exhibited our 
character trait for this month - honesty.  The 
students will research and create a webhunt 
about their person. 

5th Grade:  The students will be working in 
Microsoft Publisher to design a flyer on either 
Internet safety or netiquette.   

6th Grade:  The students will set up an email 
account to review how to attach files, compose, 
and reply to messages.  They will also review 
Internet safety.   

7th Grade:  The students will review Internet 
safety, netiquette, and email.  They will also 
work on the history of technology. 

8th Grade:  The students will create forms in 
Mircosoft Word.  The students will review Internet 
safety, netiquette, and email.  They will also work 
on technology vocabulary and trouble shooting 
common problems. 

Mr. Kimsey- Music:  

Grades Three and Four will continue working 
with our first wind instrument, the recorder.  We 
are expanding our pitch repertoire beyond the 
B-A-G notes.  We are also working on reading 
rhythmic notation in regards to quarter 
note/rest, half notes, and eighth notes.  We will 
also be working on simple Orff instrumental 
compositions.  All of this is in preparation for 
our last unit and project of the year ….our 
composition projects.       

Grades Five and Six will continue working on 
beginning unison and two part choir music, as 
well as early Orff instrumental compositions.  All 
of this is in preparation for our last unit and 

project of the year ….our composition 
projects.       

The Middle School Concert Band will be busy 
preparing the remainder of the music for our 
Spring Performance. 

The High School Choir will continue working 
on two and three part acappella music, some 
world music, and a few pop songs for the Spring 
Performance.   

The Rock 'n' Roll History Class will finish work 
on Folk/Folk Rock and move on to the Rock 
music of the 80’s - The MTV Age! 

Ms. Diehl- Music: 

In K-2 music we have been working on keeping 
a steady beat, singing alone and in groups and 
understanding the cultures of where our music 
comes from. We have also begun to work on 
pieces for the spring elective night!
