Ms. Tabone- Math:

With midterms only a week behind us, the math
classes are applying all of their math knowledge to
new units this next month. Thé& grade learned

how to use the metric system and convert between
units; they have also familiarized themselves with
exponents, fractions, and factors. Within tfe 8
grade, the students are moving forward from one
linear equation to a system of linear equationgyTh
will be graphing, solving, and manipulating systems
of equations to fit equations of lines and situagio
The 9" graders are factoring different sized
polynomials and really testing their multiplication
skills. Our 10" graders are discovering a basic
principle of geometry: right triangles and the
Pythagorean Theorem. They are using the basic
formula to find the missing length in triangles and
prove that a triangle contains a right angle.
Imaginary and complex numbers are the major
topics in the 11 grade Algebra Il course right now
and for the next couple of weeks; the students are
amazed that they can now take the square roots of
negative numbers. In senior Probability and
Statistics, students are merging their science and
math skills together and working on hypothesis
testing for given population parameters. Coming
next month: preparation for “pi Day!” All of the 7-
12 math students will be working on projects and
presentations to celebrate the biggest holiday of
mathematics, and one of the most important
concepts as well.

Mr. Sagan- Social Studies:

In the seventh grade we are learning about
the history and geographic features of Poland and
other Eastern European countries.
