In an effort to keep our families informed we had 9 elementary/preschool staff or
students, 2 middle school staff or students and 6 high school staff or students test
positive for COVID-19 this week.

We continue to work closely with the Macomb County Health Department and the
district is following their guidelines and protocols. The guidelines require an
unvaccinated individual that is exposed (less that 3 feet for greater than 15 minutes in a
24-hour period) to a person with COVID-19 to follow one of the quarantine options. A
student or staff member that tests positive for COVID-19 must also isolate for five days
at home and can return on day six but remained mask until day eleven.
